Traditionally, actuaries worked in life insurance, general insurance, pensions, investments, and employee benefits.

Recently, banking seems like an ideal industry for actuaries to be able to help. Earlier banks used IAS 39 as an accounting standard for recognising
and measuring financial instruments. It was replaced by IFRS 9, hence banks have shifted from the incurred loss model to the expected loss model.

Actuaries are qualified to help with quantitative analysis of risk including building models, setting assumptions and then monitoring and updating
them.

Today, the banking sector in the region has a big gap in actuarial skills, whereas thousands of actuarial personnel are working Europe’s banking sector,
for instance.

Actuaries are financial engineers who are able to measure the impairment of financial assets, fair value, amortized cost, effective interest method,
validation of risk management, advisory on investments, forex, commodities, capital planning and cost optimization.

Apart from this, they also look at macroeconomic risks like interest rate, liquidity and ways of mitigating such risks.

Additionally, they may boost banking product development by looking at and modelling risks differently in such a way to enhance business opportunities
and customer offerings.

Session Twelve - Future of Health Insurance Underwriting 1-2PM

Age, as a rating factor for insurance products, is slowly losing its undisputed place as a leading rating factor. Some researchers view it as a disease
with cause and effect; a treatable and reversable disease. If they are right, a correct measure of your biological age can be a better predictor of your
health and might even replace chronological age completely.

Some specialists believe that instead of looking at the genes themselves, insurance companies can look at gene expression. Gene expression is
proteins that your genes make under a certain environment, and gene expression is up to you mostly, and not your parents. Under such an insurance
scheme a member can reduce his premium if he changes his behavior. As such, older people might pay less than younger people if they are healthy.
Hence, we ask: what is the effect of improved health indices on and healthcare costs?

Others look at the patient journeys and interactions with the Health and Aged Care sectors to quantify their effects.

Furthermore, are we prepared to cover a future pandemic? How is digitalisation impacting future of health insurance underwriting?
